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{ Thereafter, on the 26th of August, 2009 an advocacy visit to Irewole LG chairman took place 
in Ikire to intimate the chairman on the on-going FIP activities in Ikire and to seek for technical 
and financial support for FIP actors and for the LG to be an actor in the FIP. The chairman 
promised to support FIP activities both technically and financially, although political office 
holders sometimes slowed down developmental efforts in the past.

{ Campaigns on the dangers of using fresh cassava/peelings to feed farm animals were also 
done to reduce sheep and goats poisoning.

{ Deworming exercise was carried out in Igangan and 3 out of the 5 groups in Ikire, 103 
animals attended to.

th
{ Interactive visits to selected FIP actors were carried out on 30  October, 2009 during the 

reporting period to critically analyse some of the outcomes of both internally and externally 
drawn scoreboard and to brainstorm on the way forward on the challenges identified in the 
process of networking.

Efforts were intensified in the area of animal integration component of the programme especially 
on basic training on prevention of common diseases in animal production. Attention was 
focused on reduction in mortality rate in farm animals especially in sheep and goat production 
through vaccination and medications of livestock in some IDP communities where livestock 
were raised.

{ Reduction in mortality rates of sheep and goat especially those animals that are kept in 
confinement by at least 40%. 

{ Increase in the number of flock of animals of FIP farmers. 
{ 50 livestock farmers in Ikire are already linked with International Livestock Research Institute 

on a Fodder Innovation Project to ensure better livestock production in the area.
{ Livestock farmers have also been brought in contact with vaccine/drug suppliers and 

marketers in their respective Local Government Areas.
{  Over 229 sheep & goats were given medical attention across all communities. 
{ A total of 126 sheep and goats vaccinated against PPR.
{ Process of network put up by FIP for farmers are building their capacities in linking with 

relevant agencies (both governmental and non-governmental agencies).

The most persistent issue of public concern in the past year or two in Nigeria, aside from the 
global economic meltdown and the problems of the financial system, is electoral reform. 
Indeed, the issue of electoral reform has been on the table since President Yar' Adua admitted, 
during his inaugural speech, that the April 2007 election that brought him to power was marred 
by irregularities. The president went on to promise electoral reform to ensure a more credible 
and effective electoral system.  

To show his commitment to electoral reform, the president constituted an electoral reform 
committee headed by Justice Uwais on August 28, 2007.  The Panel submitted its report on 
December 11, 2008 after working for about 16 months. The committee received memoranda 
from several individuals and groups and conducted public hearings across the country and 
commissioned studies that informed its final recommendations. 

According to the committee, the factors responsible for electoral irregularities, malpractices, 
disruptions and violence “include, among others, the character of the Nigerian State as the arena 
of electoral contests, the existence of weak democratic institutions and processes; negative 
political culture; weak legal/institutional framework; and lack of independence and capacity of 
electoral management bodies”.  

To make the Independent National Electoral Commission (INEC) truly independent, the 
committee recommended the removal of the powers of the president to appoint the chairman 
and members of INEC and the empowerment of the National Judicial Council to do so. INEC is 
to be reorganized and its funding to be first-charge on the Consolidated Revenue Fund of the 
Federation. The States Independent Electoral Commissions are to be incorporated into the 
structure of INEC. 

The electoral system should be a mixed system, with an introduction of elements of 
proportional representation, including the idea that parties that secure 2.5% seats in the national 
assembly be considered for cabinet level appointments to reduce the intensity of electoral 
competition. Several ideas to make the political process more inclusive through the electoral 
process, including gender balance, were also proposed. It recommended the establishment of a 
Centre for Democratic Studies for Civic and Political Education.

It called for the setting up of an Electoral Offences Commission to prosecute electoral offenders.  
It also recommended that at least five judges should seat when the Court of Appeal hears 
appeals on an election petition, and the conclusion of election disputes before candidates are 
sworn in and that the process of adjudicating election disputes be concluded within six months.  
It further recommended that the burden of proof in a case of election petition should shift from 
the petitioner to INEC; INEC is to show proof that elections are free and fair when challenged. 

These recommendations involve constitutional, statutory, administrative and institutional 
changes.  To fast track the process of implementation, the committee recommended that the 
constitutional amendments involved in the proposed electoral reforms should not be immersed

Networking with government institutions at all levels would demand time, patience and 
readiness to understudy protocols.

{ Non-availability of PPR (Petit des Pestis Ruminant) vaccine at NVRI Ibadan centre is biting 
hard on the programme progress. This is a great challenge to livestock production (most 
especially ruminants) in rural communities.

{ Making government institution to accept roles in farmers' development poses a serious 
challenge.

The Igbodudu Parapo Self-Help Support Programme has the objective of making available social 
infrastructures in the rural areas. The project which is funded by Manos Unidas of Spain and local 
contributions from the beneficiaries targeted the provision of two 3-classroom blocks in 
Igbodudu and Olabode Gaadi, the provision of a 2-room health post at Igbodudu and the 
provision of three wells at Onitabo Igbosan, Aboyayegbe and Igbo-Epe all in Lanlate zone in 
Ibarapa East Local Government Area of Oyo state. 

The following activities were carried out on the project during the reporting period:

{ The plastering, ceiling and flooring of the three buildings were done.
{ The making of doors and windows and the fixing of same was done and completed.
{ All the wells have been covered while the water is being accessed for domestic use.
{ The painting of the buildings was done in September 2009.

{ Completion of plastering and ceiling of Igbodudu and Labode Gaadi project
{ The school buildings and the health posts are now being used for the purpose for which they 

were constructed.
{ The 3 wells were also being used and it has reduced the number of hours spent by women 

and children to look for water. Access to good and potable water is also ensured through the 
provision of the well.

{ Incidence of water borne diseases in the area is reduced.
{ Sequel to the IDP intervention on Self-help support programme, the government has 

erected another block of four classrooms at Olabode Gaadi and Igbodudu respectively.

Results

Akinsawe farm is one of the strategies being put in place by the commission to serve as a 
demonstration farm for IDP farmers and also a way of ensuring sustainability for the 
commission. The farm as at present has a pigsty, oil palm plantation and a mini pineapple 
orchard. Efforts were made during the year to upgrade the farm in phases. The activities carried 
out during the year include:
{ Routine monitoring of the farm during the reporting period.  Deworming, routine 

medication and treatment against common diseases were done to promote the good health 
of the animals in the farm.

{  Mr. Olujide, the attendant in Akinsawe farm was relieved of his job and replaced with Mr. 
stAkande Oyewole with effect from 1  February, 2009.

{  The farm has been demarcated into plots to facilitate judicious use of the farmland
{  18 pigs weaned during the Month. 
{  Sorting of weaned pigs was done to reduce mortalities. 
{ 1 breeding young boar was purchased from U.I. at the cost of N7, 500:00(logistic cost 

inclusive). The second breeding boar will be bought later.
{  The first phase of the farm upgrade has been successfully completed with the construction of 

the compost shed, the clearing and fencing of the dry season vegetable plot and the 
construction of the concrete scaffold and the erection of the water storage tanks.

{  Total number of pigs in farm as at November 2009 is 30
{   36 piglets were born from 9 farrows during the reporting period and the necessary medical 

attention was given to them.
{  Slaughtering/sales of 3 less productive animals was done in the year.
{  A total sum of N108, 480:00 was remitted into RCDP's account in the reporting year: N30, 

240:00 from the sales of 3 pigs slaughtered; N1, 000:00 generated through ambulatory 
services rendered O.L.A. Novitiate; N24, 320:00 realized from the sales of 5 breeding pigs; 
while N45, 920:00 came as part of the proceeds from the sales of 15 live pigs.

Mr. Ulrich Thum attended a Workshop organized by Responding to Conflict (RTC) & 
Coalition for Peace in Africa (COPA) in February 2009 in Nairobi, Kenya. Titled

, the training 
successfully gave an in-depth analysis of the theory and practice of peace-building. One focus 
was on various conflict and learning theories and how to make use of them in the daily 
challenges of peace work. Another focal point was on the methods of 'action research' and 
'reflective learning', which are helpful for the practitioner to constantly monitor himself and his 
work. Thus, the training was useful to improve the effectiveness of our work for positive societal 
change.  

An In House training on  facilitated by Ulrich Thum was organized for all 
staff members in April 2009. This monitoring method helps development workers t o asses 
themselves and their work more critically in a systematic way. 

A  was conducted by Mr. Claus Schrowange and Mr. Ulrich Thum 
for members of staff and participants from various parishes in April 2009. The participative 
training taught the participants in a practical way how to identify a problem in their communities, 
how to conduct a needs assessment and how to draw up a logically designed project to address 
the problem. The participants working in groups designed their own development projects.

The workshop aimed at building a clear understanding of the overall RUAF-FSTT programme, 
its approaches, main concepts, expected outputs and results of the diagnosis and planning 
phase. Also, a clear-cut approach to adapting the methodology and tools to the local situation 
and understanding the role of the Multi-Stakeholder Forum and the process of 
formalising/implementing the City Strategic Agenda were also undertaken. This has made the 
team much more effective and flexibility in executing their programme. In attendance were Dr. 
Stephen Babajide and Ms. Busayo Ilori.

This workshop set out to build the capacity of trainers on seed multiplication techniques, 
especially as it has to do with indigenous trees and crops. In attendance were Mr. Seun Babalola 
and Mr. Alaba Ogunbosoye.

The workshop focused on two objectives, namely, building skills in facilitating and managing 
groups for effective decision making process and developing facilitation process that will support 
interactions during implementation of the Fodder Innovation Project – Phase II. The 
programme was put together by ILRI in March 2009 and had Dr. Stephen Babajide and Mr. 
Dayo Ogunrinde in attendance.

The workshop organized by OYOSACA in December 2009 was meant to provide participants 
with effective counselling skills and the programme officer, Mrs. Christine Emokhare in 
attendance.

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Legal Aid / Alternative Dispute Resolution Unit

INTRODUCTION:

he department is structured along four lines forming distinct but interrelated units to meet 
its objectives, which includes Legal Aid/Alternative Dispute Resolution, Civil Peace, 
Women and Child Rights and Democracy and Good Governance. Tremendous efforts 

were put in to achieve the set goals worked out at the beginning of the year. 

Under this programme the department adopted two methods, enforcement of rights and 
promotion of rights. To facilitate the enforcement of the rights of our clients (who are mostly 
long awaiting trial indigent inmates of Agodi prison), legal aid services, alternative dispute 
resolution services, and advocacy for reforms in the criminal justice system are courses of action 
adopted, which will lead to more respect of human rights.  
| The human rights abuses that were mostly confronted were the right to fair hearing, trial 

within reasonable time and right to personal liberty, child's right to parental care and 
education, and redress in cases of child abuse. To enforce the right to fair hearing and trial 
within reasonable time, the unit made legal representation of accused persons in the 
Magistrate and High courts in Ibadan. Trials commenced in some cases while in other cases 
bail applications were sought to enforce the right of our clients to personal liberty.

| Eight police stations were visited to facilitate the cases of our clients who were either 
detained by the police or who were themselves victims of crimes. These stations include 
Yemetu Police Station, Testing ground, SARS, Dugbe, Monitoring Unit, Eleyele, Orita 
Challenge, Iyagaonku Police station, Ikolaba police station, Housing police station. 

| The case of an eight year old girl who was sexually abused by a neighbour was promptly 
taken over by the commission. The case has since been charged to court with the offender 
remanded in the Agodi prison.

| In the area of alternative dispute resolution, 16 complaints were lodged with the 
Commission. Issues rangeding from marital to employer/employee relationships, tenancy 
issues, etc. 

| To enforce the rights of some of the children, the unit carried out home tracing and equally 
solicited for funds for the education of the children of school age.

| Quarterly enlightenment programme for inmates of Agodi prison was conducted to 
educate them on their rights and on issues affecting their cases, with the aim of reducing 
ignorance among the inmates and tension occasioned by the long period of awaiting trial in 
detention. 

| From visits to the police stations, adequate monitoring was given to clients' cases that were 
reported at the station. A quick intervention by our legal team forestalled the torture of two 
suspects and ensured that the cases weare charged to court within an interval of two 
weeks.

| Seven bail applications were perfected for awaiting trial inmates while 4 others are still 
pending before the high courts.

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| Two judgements were entered in favour of our clients; one is still progressing while 9 other 
cases have been fixed for trial.

| 3 cases were taken off the courts' lists due to lack of readiness on the part of prosecution to 
conduct the case. The affected accused persons have since regained their freedom. 

| From directly networking with the Office of the Director of Public Prosecution, two legal 
advices were released; this has helped the court to determine the necessary decision to 
take with regards to the cases affected, whether to strike out the case or proceed to take 
evidence at the trial.

| We have been able to educate 251 male inmates and 10 female inmates were educated on 
their rights; the education isn ongoing.

The need to further stimulate a change in the different systems cannot be overemphasised. The 
unit took the initiative where necessary to build on the Commission's goodwill to bring about 
the needed result. As a result the following activities were carried out:
| Lobbying for Peace Education to be part of the school curriculum. At the Annual 

Conference of the Society for Peace Studies and Practices in Kano, strong efforts were 
made to convince the organisers and participants on this noble need by taking along some 
students of Ayedaade Grammar School, Ikire, who performed a drama on religious & 
ethnic conflict and its resolution. 

| Advocacy visits to Traditional Rulers on Female Genital Mutilation was carried out to facilitate 
the process of reducing the practice in the communities visited.

| Facilitation of stakeholders' forum for Oyo State Remand Home, Ibadan. This became a 
necessary strategy to bring about desired coordination of various groups interested in the 
development and welfare of children in the remand home, so that all our interventions will 
be more effective, and also to serve as a form of monitoring and pressure group on the 
government department responsible for the remand home to ensure effective service 
delivery. 

| Advocacy visits were made to volunteers and other visiting agencies to invite them for the 
stakeholders meeting. 4 umbrella committee groups were formed so as to strategically plan 
and render more effective services. The groups are Welfare, Medicals, Education, and Legal 
Aid. There is a monthly meeting now as a result of this facilitation.

| Publicity for peace education was generated and the useful effects of drama for peace 
education were demonstrated to about 300 peace researchers and practitioners.

| 110 students and 15 teachers received peace education training and acquired basic skills in 
peaceful conflict transformation & mediation.

| Advocacy visits were made to volunteers and other visiting agencies to invite them for the 
stakeholders meeting, 4 umbrella committee groups were formed so as to strategically plan 
and render more effective services.

| 22 Empowered CCGG members took it as their civic responsibilities to observe and 
report the bye - election to State Assembly seat for Lagelu LG without much supervision 
and financial reward from the Commission.

| 15 Problems facing the people at the grassroots were brought to the notice of the relevant 
authority.

| 49 contacts / communication were made between the CCGG and political office holders 
and other stakeholders over issues of development and governance at Local, State and 
Federal Government levels.

| Restoration of Public Tap Water for the Oke Offa Community in Ward 8 in Ibadan North-
East LGA after over five years of abandonment. 

| Improved Services delivery by government officials at the community level.

It is very necessary to keep our eyes on the progress of Democracy in Nigeria and more 
particularly in Oyo state. This will help us to determine which area we need to intervene in and 
what strategy we need to adopt in each situation. It has also enabled us to gather facts to support 
our advocacy efforts.

Women And Child Rights Unit Micro Credit Unit
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he scheme was established to meet the yearnings of economically active poor by 
empowering them through soft loans. The process of empowerment passes through the 
following states: mobilizing into a group of 20 or 25 members, training on mode of 

operations, bonding, that is, standing as surety to one another, disbursing in batches of 5 
members per batch, recovery of loan and monitoring and evaluation through attendance at 
weekly meetings. 

Advisory services and mobilizing and monitoring of groups were regularly carried out. This 
process ensured that 136 groups with 2,491 members were adjudged strong and healthy and 
thus, continue to meet the requirements and standards of the scheme as at the end of the year. 
However, 23 groups could not make it and once their savings had been computed and their 
loans paid off, they were weaned from the scheme.

The department got a new staff in the person of Mr. Moses Ebudola. This additional hand 
ensured that the targeted number of groups planned for the year 2009 was reached and 
exceeded. Also, Miss Claire Blaide, an English Canadian, who was on an exchange programme 
to Nigeria, was also seconded to the Micro credit department. As a financial analyst, her 
contributions were felt both by the credit officers and the beneficiaries.
 

The scheme has had both qualitative and quantitative impacts on the beneficiaries. It has 
virtually changed the economic configuration of most households and brought stability and 
dignity (a high self-esteem) needed by a considerable number of economically active poor.

Training and Education for Capacity building: 
Our aim is to empower our target beneficiaries through the provision of relevant skills that are 
required for their development, self help initiatives and reduction in the tension created due to a 
systemic failure in the system. Their capacities are built through direct interactive sessions and role 
playing in a workshop setting with the beneficiaries. The capacity building activities carried out were 
targeted at changing the attitude of participants, prevention of violence and bringing about social 
development in communities. These include:
| As a preventive measure, Peace Journalism Workshops were organised in Yola and Lokoja for 

journalists from Adamawa, Taraba, Gombe, Kogi and Kwara States to train journalists on ways 
of reporting conflicts non-violently and be peace agents through journalism.

| Peace Journalism Courses at Tertiary Institutions were completed at the University of Ibadan 
and the International Institute of Journalism, while two new courses have since commenced. 

| A 4-day Peace Education Workshop was organised in secondary schools to catch them young 
since violence is quite common among the youths especially in public schools.

| Community Based Organizations (CBOs) are good instruments for change. As a result, 3 
quarterly Civic Education sessions were held for Kasumu / Ogbagba, Ikire, Irewole LGA and 

Ibadan North/East Local Government Areas in Ibadan. Also, a 2-day workshop on 
Community Conflict Management was also organised for them.

Civil Peace Unit Welfare Department
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Projections for 2010

The work in the prison is enormous, and requires a lot of effort by all those concerned. In this 
regard, we will continue to intensify efforts to complement the efforts of government in Agodi 
prison. To this end, activities scheduled for the coming year include:
V Weekly visits to Agodi Prison to monitor the welfare of inmates as well as identifying those 

who require any form of intervention;
V Source for relief items from members of the public;
V Coordinate the activities of the Prison Apostolate group for effective service delivery;
V Organise and attend meetings as scheduled and upon invitation.

Donation to the Welfare unit for the Inmates
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| From our interactions and observations, we realized that councillors need to be 
empowered to carry out their duties effectively. To this end, we organized a 2-day Civic 
Education Workshop for councillors in 5 LGAs, Ibadan North, Ibadan North East, Lagelu, 
Iwo and Irewole of Oyo and Osun States.

| Peace education training at two 1-week Students Camps in Port Harcourt and Ibadan as 
part of activities for the summer holidays for youths in secondary schools was conducted.

| A current issue endangering the lives our youths is the desire and eventual attempt at 
seeking greener pasture abroad. Some in desperation go through illegal means with little or 
no knowledge of the dangers awaiting them in the country of destination. The unit sought to 
intervene by organizing series of ½ - day film workshops on 'African Migration to Europe' in 
secondary schools. This was extended to tertiary institutions like the Department of Adult 
Education at the University of Lagos.

| The Catholic Church has been in the vanguard of the promoting of inter-religious dialogue. 
Taking a cue, the unit continued to promote inter-religious cooperation through ½ - day 
film workshops on 'Interreligious Cooperation', which was targeted at the youths so that 
from an early age, they could begin to understand why there is the need to live peacefully in 
a multi religious society like Oyo state and indeed Nigeria. 

| Our training capacity and resources were put to use upon request by other organizations; 
as a result a 3-day workshop on Project Design & Needs Assessment for JDP Benin 
Province and One 2-day workshop on Project Design for JDPC Ibadan staff and participants 
from the parishes were organized.

| In addition we organized two ½ day coaching in Project Design for JDPC Uromi & one SMA 
priest.

| 3 Catholic Social forums were held on the topic; “Grassroots Involvement in the 
emergence of a People's Constitution' and 'Ten Years of return to Democracy in Oyo State'' 
and “Planned Review of Local Government Edict of Oyo State: Issues and Challenges” 
[Wednesday 2nd September, 2009]

| 54 people including priests, religious, seminarians, lay faithful and members of the public 

gave relief items. These items include medical supplies, clothes, shoes, money, foodstuffs 
and toiletries. The estimated cost is put at N999,048.22. This went a long way to 
addressing some of the basic needs of some of the inmates.

| Prison Apostolate Meeting: Six bi-monthly meetings of Catholics who work in the prisons 
were held. An update of activities was presented and new challenges addressed. The result 
is a better coordination of activities, and inmates were assured of effective counselling and a 
support base.

| On-going immunisation of children in the prison: through the intervention of the unit, a 
number of inmates' children were immunised by Government Health workers of Oyo 
State. The exercise was done twice. This ensured that the children were protected from 
child killer diseases.

| Prison Fellowship of Nigeria: the unit participated in 11 meetings organised by the Prison 
Fellowship of Nigeria. The essence of such meetings is to coordinate the activities of the 
different religious bodies working in the prison. This forestalled duplication of efforts and 
ensured quick intervention in cases of inmates requiring solutions.

| Transport Subsidies: 30 released inmates were assisted with transport fare and food items. 
It reduced the possibility of being re-arrested and detained in prison and an improved 
welfare for the released inmates.

| The Ibadan Archdiocesan Religious group paid a courtesy visit to the Commission on the 
28-03-09. The visit was led by Rev. Sr. Juliana Nwabuzo SSL, a former staff of the 
Commission. Items ranging from clothing, foodstuff to toiletries were presented.

| Special visit to Agodi prison by German Delegates led by Archbishop Alaba Job: The 
German delegates led by Bishop R. Zollitch of Germany in company of the Presidents of 
Miserior and Missio and their entourage paid an impromptu visit to the Agodi prison. The 
delegates were presented with an undiluted package of information concerning the 
conditions and problems of the prison. The President of Misereor was so moved with the 
plight of the prisoners that a borehole was instantly awarded.

| 4 members of staff paid a courtesy call on the Oyo State Commissioner of Police, Alhaji 
Baba Adisa Bolanta. This was to acquaint the Commissioner of the activities of the 
Commission and to seek for new and better ways of relating. The result is that an already 
blossoming rapport was duly enhanced and enlivened.

| Phone calls were received from ex-inmates to convey their appreciation for the care and 
support they received while in detention. 

| We have been ordered to stop giving relief items to inmates, but to submit them to the 
Agodi prison welfare office until enough is gathered to be distributed to all prisoners at once. 
This has made i impossible for us to meet the immediate needs of inmates.

The Media Relations unit of JDPC Ibadan projects the positive image and various activities of the 
organisation to the general public by building sustainable relationships with the media and other 
stakeholders. The unit cultivates cordial relationships with the media and acquaints partners and 
stakeholders with major developments in the Commission. Some of the programmes are targeted 
at some selected groups of the public, as shown below:
| We have two ongoing radio programmes; Vision Nigeria (aired on Wednesday from 3.00 p.m. 

to 4.00 p.m.), on Premier FM, which is aimed at discussing and proffering solutions to some 
issues affecting the state, nation or citizens. 40 episodes were aired in the year to discuss various 
burning issues and suggestions for a better State. We produced and aired 26 episodes of 'JDPC, 
Ibadan and You', a 30- minutes recorded programme. The topics discussed and the profiles of 
guests are listed below.

| Production of 4 editions of our quarterly newsletter. This is a medium through which our 
partners and target groups get up-to-date information on developments in the commission, 
our activities and areas for further collaboration.

| As a tool for educating the public, we employed the use of Community Drama on Female 
Genital Mutilation. Since it is easier to learn from seeing, it has been effective in passing the 
message intended. 

| With media publicity we were able to reach more members of the public with our 
programmes; both the electronic and print media were used to achieve this.

| Other target groups reached at the community level include micro credit groups, pregnant 
women at maternity centres who were educated on dangers of Female Genital Mutilation.

| Community drama on FGM was done to sensitize members of the community about the 
dangers of the practice on women. 

th
| We took advantage of the Valentine's Day on the 14  of February, 2009 to enlighten youths in 

secondary schools about the history and the negative impact the modern celebration of 
valentine's day can have on secondary school students, since the day is characterized by 
romance and sex as a mode of showing affection and its resultant negative effects on moral 
decadence, spread of HIV/AIDs and unwanted pregnancies.

Public Enlightenment
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he Welfare Unit caters primarily to the general welfare of inmates and ex-inmates of the 
Agodi Prison, Ibadan and secondarily to the general public who are in dire need of the basics 
of life.

Weekly visits were made to the prison, which housed both convicted and awaiting trial inmates 
of both genders. Conscious efforts were made to bring the inmates closer to their families 
through message delivery and visits to the families. Also, access to medical facility was facilitated 
for the sick and constant effort was made to uphold the dignity of the inmates. The unit liaised 
with other religious and non-religious groups to bring aids to the inmates in form of adequate 
nutrition, and spiritual exercises like catechesis and Mass, counselling etc. Below is a rundown of 
activities carried out during the year.

| Visits to Agodi Prison: 108 visits were made. Inmates were interviewed to determine those 
in need of help. This has boosted the confidence of the inmates in our interventions.

| Home visits were made to inmates' relatives within and outside Ibadan: 19 inmates' families 
were visited in Ibadan and Lagos. 13 families have since responded by visiting their wards in 
the prison, which has improved communication between the inmates and their relatives.

| The unit also monitored the inmates on admission in hospitals and organized naming 
ceremonies for two babies born by inmates. A total of 25 visits were paid to the hospitals 
where they were hospitalised for various reasons ranging from partial stroke and brain 
tumour (the patient later died), fractured limb to childbirth. The result is an improved health 
condition for the inmates concerned.

| Courtesy visits to Comptroller, Deputy Comptroller and After Care Officer of Agodi Prison, 
Ibadan. 6 people, including Dr. Woffgang Heinz from Germany and Mr. Cosmas Olaniyan 
visited the prison in the course of the prison assessment initiated to help the Catholic 
Church rethink her intervention in the prison apostolate. The report has been submitted 
and reviewed and mechanisms set in motion to address the issues highlighted.

| Oyo State Chief Judge, Mrs. B. Adeniji's visit to the prison on the 25-06-2009. We were 
able to present and plead for the release of 4 of our clients who were at the time receiving 
medical aid. Through this intervention, the prison experienced a level of decongestion.

| Enlightenment talks organized by the Legal Aid unit for the awaiting trial inmates in the prison 
on the 19th Feb, 10th and 23rd of June, 9th and 30th Nov. 2009. 368 inmates participated 
where they were all informed and educated on their fundamental rights and process of their 
trial. The inmates gained better knowledge of their rights and reasons for long periods of 
awaiting trial. 

| Message Delivery: 1,301 contacts were made to inmates' relations. These include 1,044 
phone calls and 257 text messages. About 85% of respondents have opened 
communication with their wards at the prisons.

From January 2009 to December 2009, a total of 848 (eight hundred and forty eight) persons 
accessed HIV Counseling and Testing (HCT) services through mainstreaming activities with 
other programmes of the commission, outreach services and walk-in services. Stated below is a 
breakdown of the table above:

T 435 males and 413 females accessed HCT.
T 30 persons less than or 14 years of age;  668 persons between the ages of 15 - 49 and 

150 persons more than or 50 years of age accessed HCT.
T 547 married and 264 single persons accessed HCT; others as stated in the table refer to 

polygamists, divorcees/separated, and widows/widowers. These were a total of 37.
T 839 persons were found to be Non-Reactive (NR) i.e. negative; and 4 persons were 

reactive and 5 persons' test results were indeterminate. The reactive persons were 
referred appropriately for confirmatory tests, which proved them to be positive; the 
indeterminate persons were advised to have a re-test 3 months after.

| University strike made it impossible to continue lectures at the University of Ibadan for three 
months.

Also 
HIV Counseling and Testing is the only way of knowing one's HIV status. In line with previous 
efforts of the Commission, activities revolved around building the capacity of more religious 
leaders and ensuring that those who had been previously trained were equally disseminating 
information through similar workshops and seminars.

W A total of 158 Religious Leaders from 5 Local Government Areas in Oyo State (Ayedaade, 
Ibadan North, Ibarapa East, Ido and Iwo) had their capacities built in the area of mobilization 
for HIV Counseling and Testing (HCT) and Care and Support for PLWHAS, PABAS and 
OVCS.

he HIV & AIDS Unit, in joining forces with other bodies, embarked on series of activities in 
its bid to contribute its quota at stemming the tide of new infections. The activities had the 
vision of emphasizing on prevention since prior knowledge had shown the trend of new 
infections. Prof. John Idoko (Director General, NACA) said “For every two persons that are 

being treated, there are five new infections. This is why emphasis should be on prevention 
rather than treatment…We don't want to treat people because at the end of the day, if you are 
not taking care of prevention, you are only extending the lines of the queue for those infected to 
come for drugs." 
The HIV & AIDS programme identified the following components around which activities were 
executed, namely:
W Care and Support
W Capacity Building
W Networking and Collaboration and
W HIV Counseling and Testing

Care and Support Services
Care and Support was also another focus area, which could not be overlooked. Currently, 
attention towards the need for care and support, and treatment is also increasing with the 
increase in new infections. Unfortunately, care and support outreaches have not been as 
efficient as they ought to be. This could be blamed on the present financial situation of the 
country; but we at JPDC have tried to sustain our PLWHAs, PABAs and OVCs to the best of our 
ability and the means that support us.

W 12 support group meetings for the year were held with nutritional support being given at 
every meeting;

W 11 children from the support group were recipients of  Global Fund Round 5; 
W 1 child from the support group was accessed at the school for Psychologically Challenged;
W All 15 regular members of the support group are on the regular ARV drugs;
W The Favor of God Support Group was one of the recipients of nutritional support items, 

given by the Oyo State Action Committee on AIDS.
W Coming together of members of the group has helped to solidify their sense of belonging 

and responsibility to each other;
W Accessing the Global Fund has enabled parents of the children to attend to their educational 

and health needs;
W Constant advice on the need for good and constant nutrition, has helped the effectiveness 

of the Anti Retro Viral drugs being accessed by members who are on ARV therapy;
W Members of the Favor of God Support Group participated in activities of the World AIDS 

Day on 1st of December, 2009.
